| took a quick look at the revised set of proposed changes. The proposed change that seems
overly restrictive and is not justified by fire loss statistics is Section 501.3 which would require a
stair adjacent to the main entrance. There is no doubt that this proposal would aid fire
department operations, but the cost to design flexibility is huge. The question is the FD
currently experiencing difficult that truly hampers their operations. Are fire burning longer, are
firefighters getting hurt, is property damage up, because FD is delayed getting to the fire floor,
because the FD cannot find the stairs? The answer is a resounding no.

This proposal is not justified by loss data and severely limits designs.
