WHEREAS, trees in our city increase property values, enhance the economic vitality of
business areas, and beautify our community; and

WHEREAS, trees, wherever they are planted, are a source of joy and spiritual renewal and
Rockville will continue its tree-planting ways; and

WHEREAS, this is the 20th consecutive year that Rockville has been named a Tree City USA
by The National Arbor Day Foundation.

NOW, THEREFORE, |, SUSAN R. HOFFMANN, Mayor, along with the Council of the City of
Rockville, do hereby proclaim April 18, 2009 as ARBOR DAY IN THE CITY OF ROCKVILLE,
and urge all citizens to support efforts to care for our trees and woodlands, and to support our

city's community forestry program.
