3. Agenda Review

4. City Manager’s Report

Acting City Manager Jenny Kimball reported:

This is an
opportunity for people to learn more about how planning, zoning and the development
review process relate to each other, and how to get involved in the process.

2. Rockville was selected as one of three finalists for a national recycling program award
sponsored by the Waste and Recycling News.

Ms. Colletti for her comments.



9. Appointments & Announcement of Vacancies

Mayor Marcuccio announced vacancies to the following boards: Compensation Commission,
Human Rights Commission, Landlord Tenant Affairs Commission, Sign Review Board, and the
Senior Citizens Commission.

10. Consent Agenda

11. City of Rockville Guidelines and Procedures for Citizen Boards and Commissions

Mayor Marcuccio gave the background on this item. She mentioned that the document should
never have been called ‘policies,” because they are in fact guidelines. Regarding the
attendance section, Mayor Marcuccio said that this section actually did not match what was in
the City Code and had to be revamped to bring into conformance with the Code.

Councilmembers Moore and Newton thanked the Mayor for all of her work. Councilmember
Hall said that a lot of the matters that were addressed stemmed from the Committee on
Commissions and to the extent that this is carrying out the objectives of that exercise further, he
is glad to see it. Is hopeful that when the discussion on the Charter Review Commission begins
that it will be a little more involved based on the fact that a review of the Charter Review occurs
every ten years or so.

his would carry the efforts of the Commission on Commissions further and hopes that when a
Charter Commission is convened that it will study further. Councilmember Moore said that this
is a nice step forward in the transparency of our government and helps the public understand
how City Boards and Commissions work.

Mayor Marcuccio said that Peter Mork has volunteered to continue the efforts to get this to the
next level, namely the ad hoc groups, task forces, etc., and how to handle those.

13. Review and Comment Regarding Future Agendas

Mayor Marcuccio commented on the large number of items scheduled for introduction for the
March 26th meeting.

14. Mayor and Council Liaisons to Boards and Commissions Report

Councilmember Pierzchala said that he has as attended most of the Montgomery County
Council’'s meetings on legislative affairs and expressed what the County is facing budget-
wise. The County does not know what they are going to have to deal with yet from the

State. He said there is a lot of uncertainty and if the County gets slammed by the State, there
would likely be a trickle-down effect to Rockville with respect to things like tax duplication.

Mayor Marcuccio said that she and Councilmember Newton had testified in Annapolis on a
bond bill for renovation of the Swim Center Bath House. She said that testimony was presented
in both the House and Senate. Having heard the testimony of others, Mayor Marcuccio said
that we are not as bad off as many.

With respect to the testimony in Annapolis, Councilmember Newton said that the Swim Center
serves a broad spectrum of talents, abilities and cultures and, as a result, offers something that
everyone can participate in and take advantage of. She is hopeful that the legislature will think
favorably about Rockville’s need. She said that she and the Mayor had attended the
Montgomery County legislative luncheon in Annapolis and it was well attended by Delegates,
Senators and staff. Councilmember Newton noted that it is a great networking opportunity as
well as a good chance to have discussions with those making decisions that affect

Rockville. Councilmember Newton had also attended the Senior Center Commission meeting
on Tuesday and said that there are still two vacancies on the Commission.

Councilmember Moore said that he had attended the Maryland Municipal League’s Orientation
for newly elected officials and said that he had learned a great deal about the League itself as
well as the roles that Rockville and Montgomery County play. He indicated that he had
participated in REDI's business visits and had the chance to visit with the Charles E. Smith Life
Communities and Aleworks - Rockville's only manufacturing brewery. Councilmember Moore
also mentioned that Rockville's own Jeff Eng, who is the executive chef at Clyde’'s at Tower
Oaks, placed second in the Food Network Channel reality show, “Chopped.”

15. Old/New Business

Acting City Manager Jenny Kimball mentioned the invitation the Mayor and Council had
received to travel to Jaixing as part of the Sister City program. Councilmember Pierzchala said
that he is reluctant to discuss this without the benefit of having more information from the Sister
City Corporation and asked that this item be tabled for one week. Councilmember Newton
mentioned the MML conference in June and suggested that this be kept in mind when
considering a possible visit to Jiaxing. Along those lines, Mayor Marcuccio mentioned an
invitation she had recently received from the embassy of Taiwan for dinner. She has not
responded yet because she wanted to discuss if there was any correlation between the two.
