
Legacy at Lincoln Park is  a 60 unit for-sale mixed-income residential 

community developed by Urban Atlantic in partnership with the Rockville Housing 

Enterprises.    The development is  located at the former Lincoln Terrace public 

housing site in East Rockville, Maryland.  Urban Atlantic utilized many innovative 

techniques, including partnering with Rockville Housing Enterprises, which provided 

land as collateral for financing.  In addition, Legacy at Lincoln Park won a 

sustainability award from Maryland Capital Homebuilders  for storm water 

management and used smart growth principles  to guide development.  This 

innovative development can serve as a  national model for workforce housing, 

allowing cities and counties  to replace aging and blighted public housing projects  with 

strong, stable, mixed-income communities. 

Lincoln Park is approximately ten blocks from Metro and five blocks  from the 

downtown area of Rockville, where many major employers  are located.  The project 

was  the impetus to a  larger Neighborhood Conservation Plan, containing .88  acres of 

park with mature trees.  The development has  restored the prominence of the Lincoln 

Park community and reflects  the neighborhood’s unique history while seamlessly 

integrating the heart of Rockville.
