2015 Good Neighbor Award

It was a hot Sunday evening just after 7 on August 2. | was riding on the Metro from DC to
Rockville. As the train pulled out of White Flint station, a man sitting behind me suddenly stood
up, and collapsed forcefully onto the center floor of the metro car. He did not get up—and he
was unconscious.

It took several seconds for the other passengers to react. Somebody asked where the help call
button was. | grabbed my cell phone and called 911. Just as | reached 911, | saw a young man
kneeling on the floor with a water bottle and a piece of cloth. | later learned that his name was
David Hoddinott. The 911 operator asked me questions about breathing, and pulse. David
checked the man’s pulse and his breathing. He continually mopped the man’s neck and head to
cool him down. Sometimes he took the phone to give information to the 911 operator, but he
stayed on the floor with the unconscious man, doing what he could to monitor his pulse and his
breathing, while gently mopping his head, neck and arms to cool him down. We were able to get
the train number and the car number from other passengers.

The train finally pulled into Twin Brook Station. The other passengers were told to leave the
train, but David stayed with the man until the emergency medical personnel came. After their
arrival, the man finally regained consciousness and was taken away by ambulance. | saw him
sit up and reach out his hand to David. | was on the platform and rode with David to the
Rockville Station. | told him that the man was so fortunate that David was on that train—that
David might have saved his life. When | asked him how he knew what to do, he was very
modest and credited his training as a Boy Scout. But to me, David is a special kind of hero. He
acted calmly and thoughtfully, using his training to help a stranger, without hesitation. The world
is better a place because David is a part of it.
